EANS FUNDS ARE INTENDED TO SUPPORT ACTIVITIES RELATED TO:

•	 Safely reopening schools

•	 Continuing instruction

•	 Addressing learning loss

THE STATE GOVERNOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR CONTACTING NON-PUBLIC SCHOOLS  
•	 Non-public schools will receive an Intent to Participate communication from the State’s Office

•	 The State is responsible for determining the EANS allocation for participating nonpublic schools

EANS FUNDS MAY BE USED FOR:
